should be formed and affiliated with the Federation Petanque

U.S.A.(FPUSA).

The charter members elected a Board of Diredg®e Appendix), established
an annual membership fee of $25, and tasked the new Board with the
development of ByLaws for the new club.

The following day August 15fwentytwo duespaying members affiliated
with FPUSA and the FRESNO PETANQUE CLUB was@#lly formed.




Theofficial club began regular weekyjames ormuesdayAugust21 at6
p.m. Each week the club has played one of the baseball diamonds at
Holmes Playgroundear Downtown Fresno.

Temporary Terrain, Holmes Playgroundi Fresno PétanqueClub

Over the following seven weeks, Fresno Petanque Club discovered that they
could not play on the baseball diamonds, because softball teams or soccer
teams were play across the baseball diamond. The need quickly developed for
a permanent pétanque plagiterrain (home) which would enable the

pétanque club to schedule and play regular weekly games.

Member demand for more than one game day week soon was vocalized and
on Saturday, September 29, FPC added a second game day of pétanque to
their weekly scheda. The club now plays on Tuesday evening and Saturday
morning at Holmes Playground.

Part of the club vision was that FPC should be an active part of downtown
revitalization. When the founding members looked for a downtown park,
however, there was none be found. So the nearest City Park to downtown
Fresno with a pétanqueady playing terrain was Holmes Playground.




I:EPC continues to grow its membership and will soon outgrow Holmes
Playground. The club has a realistic membership goal of one hunited a
thirty new members within the next eighteen months. This goal immediately
posed a problem for FPC participating in downtown revitalization because
there is not playing area in or near downtown that could accommodate one
hundred thirty pétanque players.

The Terrain Composition

Petanque is typically played on aneverdirt surface that has rock orushed
shell pieces embedded throughout the top layer. If there is any grass in the
playing area, it must be removeAll pétanque terrains have variations and

are seldom completely level.

Ideally, the playing terrain will be a mix of the dirt and crushed stone or shell
material that go through the finest desired screen when they're crushing rock
and shell for various uses (dediva - road base etc). So there's lots of little

rock chips, and ideally a generous amount of powdery clayey stuff that takes a
little damping and compaction, and in some places gets almost as hard as
concrete. The finished surface should look likenell worn dirt surface.

area should bexcavaedandbackfilled byimporting big rubble broken up
concrete from a demolitionold porcelain plumbindixtures- what have you.

Club Infrastructure

Small Storage Building : Ideally, FPC needs a storage duilding

(shed) to house club related equipment (rakes, hoses, boules, tables,

etc.) Based on observations of from other California Petanque Clubs

thissheds houl d be approximately 1586 X 1260.
electricity and a water faucet immediately outside the building .

Restroom Requirements : One female and one male restroom
ideally within 50 feet of the playing terrain.

Water Source Requirements : There has to be a source of potable
water at the immediate playing terrain site. This water should be
deliverable via a drinking water fountain. Also the club site would

need a water spigot for attaching a hose and wetting down the playing
terrain before competition.

Playing Terrain Security B oundaries: The playing terrain needs
a security fence around the perimeter of the property. This fence could
be either a8 foot chain link fenceorast one wall 186 . high by

The short stone wall is preferred as it could serve a dual purpose of
keeping the terrain safe from vehicular and pedestrian use and be used
as abench for players to rest upon.

Trees: Several trees would need to be planted around the playing
terrain to block the sunlight from the playing piste.
Irrigation systems: Any irrigation systemin the playing terrain
areawould need to be either tapped or completed removed from the
terrain. Drip systems would need to be installed for trees and
landscaped areas inside the terrain boundarie s according to the site
plan.




APPENDICES
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Basic rules of pétanque

The game is played by two teams of 1, 2 or 3 players each.
If teams of 1 or 2 players, each player uses 3 boules.
If teams of 3 players, each player uses 2 boules.

Toss a coin to decide which team starts.

That team draws a circle (abt 2 ft diameter) to define the starting point for the first
round, and any one of their players tosses the small target ball between 18 & 30 ft
away. That same player then tosses his/her first boule as close as possible to the target
ball.

The other team now has to get closer and must throw boules until they succeed.
Knocking another boule - or the target ball - out of place is not only allowed, but more fun as well, because
it changes the layout.

Once they do get closer it is back to the first team, until they get closer again, and so
forth. When one team runs out of boules, the other team throws its remaining boules,
again always as close as possible to the target ball.

Only the team with the closest boule scores. Any boule(s) they have closer to the
target ball than the closest boule of the other team is a point.

The winning team starts a new round from wherever the target ball ended up in the
previous round. The first team to reach 13 points wins.

Players should always stand inside the throwing circle, with both feet steady. No jumping or stepping.

The same player can throw more than one of his/her boules in a row. There are no rules as to who within
the team gets to throw. As players get more experienced, some will be better at pointing (getting close to the
target) some better at shooting (knocking other boules out).

Variations for groups or schools, or when you are short on boules

Increase the number of players per team to 4 or more. If you have an uneven number of
players, make one team of e.g. 3, the other 4 players. As long as both teams have the same
number of boules, and each player gets to throw at least one boule.

If time is short, instead of playing up to 13, play up to say, 7 or 9 points.

If your terrain doesn't allow for drawing circles (grass or hard soil) use a stick or any marker
just to make sure every player tosses from the same spot.

Remember: there is no pétanque police. Rule # 1is to have fun.
